v The RNC has had staff on the ground in key states since Early 2013, over 1,000 days prior to
Clinton and the DNC. RNC organizers and staff had logged more than 1.2 million hours in
battleground states before Clinton or the DNC began their general election efforts.

v/ The RNC field program drove the largest Republican wave in a generation in the 2014 midterms,
that permanent operation remained in tact and expanded to focus on the 2016 general election.

v/ The RNC currently has over 1,000 paid staffers and over 5,000 trained organizers across the
country on top of millions of volunteers and activists.
